COMMUNITY BULLETIN BOARD 

 

Exciting News!  Our new web based Community 
Bulletin Board program, “Carousel”, will  allow  
organizational members to construct their own  
announcement pages, right on our website, 
www.fctv.org. 
 

While our Community Bulletin Board will remain 
available to all local non-profits, community groups 
and municipal entities to publicize activities, events 
and announcements, the ability to construct your 
own page and post it at your convenience will only 
be available to FCTV members in these categories. 
These members will receive a user name and      
password sometime over the next month or so.  
 
The new system will allow you to construct your 
page in one of two ways. The easiest way is to use 
Carousel’s own basic system.  Just log-in and use the 
easy drop down menu to construct your page, type in 
your message and choose start and end dates. It’s 
truly that easy!  Email us a background page and 
logo (jpg only) and we will store it in this system for 
your use. A picture is fine or simple design with your 
logo in a corner. Please remember, words will even-
tually go in front of the background announcing your 
event or information.  For a more visually appealing 
page, design your page using MS PowerPoint, Adobe 
Photoshop or software which will save as a jpg. Then 
just choose “upload”.  We will be notified that you 
have entered a new message and once “approved” it 
will appear on both Channel 13 and on our website.  
 
We are still testing and expect to be up soon.  Please 
keep an eye on Channel 13; you will know tests are 
running when you see local weather scrolling across 
the bottom of the pages. Yes, we will be running  
local weather on our bulletin board received directly 
from the National Weather Service.

If you haven't heard by now, FCTV is getting ready 
to enter the digital age for real.  Producers who are 
doing "live to tape" shows in Studio A (shows that 
require no editing) will be able to record straight to a 
hard drive in Control Room A.  We will then take 
your file and put it on our new server where it will be 
cablecast from. In the long run, that means no more 
count-down and slate, no more color bars, and no 
more labeling of tapes.  We will still ask that you 
record your show to either S-VHS or VHS as a 
backup and for safety, but this is something that will 
definitely be taking off over the next few months.
