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  Falmouth Community Television is an  

independent, non-profit, membership based 
organization consisting of individuals and 
groups who live, work, or attend school in  
Falmouth and includes community groups, area 
businesses, government entities and other local 
non-profit organizations. 
 

Established in 1993, FCTV is Falmouth’s           
community media center providing members 
access to video  production training and equip-
ment for the purpose of producing programs for 
our local channel(s). Members produce programs 
that express ideas, share information, entertain 
and encourage participation in community life.  

FCTV offers a variety of hands-on workshops in 
video production. From beginner through  
advanced, we will teach you how to create your 
own television show using our state of the art 
facility and equipment.  
 
In our 640 sq. ft. studio, learn camera operations, 
lighting, directing, audio and set design. Learn 
how to videotape “film style” using a digital 
camcorder or multi-camera style using our  
remote control room van or roadcase. Edit tape 
based linear or use one of our many non-linear 
computer editing systems.  Get involved in town 
government by operating the four-camera  
robotic studio-control room at Town Hall.  
 
It’s your show, it’s your choice, the possibilities 
are endless!   
 
We offer Basic and Advanced Television  
Production Classes such as: 
 

• Field Production:  Learn how to operate    
super vhs and digital mini-dv camcorders, 
our remote control room van or roadcase.   

 

• Studio Production:  Hands-on training in  
studio camera operations, audio, lighting, 
video switching and directing. 

 

• Editing:  Instruction in linear and non-linear 
(computer) editing including Screenplay,     
Apple based iMovie, Final Cut Pro and          
Photoshop. 

 

• Special Workshops and Lectures:  Guest 
trainers and lecturers working in television 
share their expertise.  

If you live, work or attend school in the town of  
Falmouth, you can become a member of FCTV.   
 
The types of memberships to choose from are; 
 
*Individual Membership - $30.00 annually.   
 
Organizational Membership - $75.00 annually.   
The organization appoints one *Delegate and can 
have unlimited **Representatives.   
 
Family Membership - $75.00 annually.

*Individual and Delegate members will receive  
complimentary tickets to some of our annual  
functions, along with the right to vote at our  
Annual Meeting of Members.
