Thereôs a famous saying in the world of editing, ñgarbage in, garbage out.ò This 
basically means that you can only fix so much in post-production, especially when it 
comes to audio. If you donôt take specific steps to make sure the sound of your 

footage is clear and understandable, there 
isnôt really much you can do to fix it.  
 
Just the same, Final Cut Proôs latest 
version, or ñFCPXò as we often call it, does 
contain some useful tools for both analyzing 
and enhancing your sound. By selecting the 
ñAudioò tab in the rightmost window of your 
FCPX screen, you can find the various 
Audio Enhancements just a mouse-click 
away. Itôs worth taking the time to try some 
of them as they can improve, in some 
cases, the ñlistenabilityò of your sound. 

There are several equalization presets (as shown to the left) and even a tool below 
to analyze your sound and recommend certain steps to modify your loudness or 
remove some of the background noise and hum, if possible.

LIVE FCTV Government Meetings for 
week of September 1st: 
Planning Board, Tuesday, September 
2nd, 6:30pm; Conservation 
Commission, Wednesday, September 
3rd, 7:00pm, Zoning Board of Appeals, 
Thursday, September 4th, 6:30pm. 
 
Joint Meeting of the Board of 
Selectmen, School Committee and 
Finance Board 
This important municipal summit took 
place at Falmouth High School on 
Monday, August 25th. The three 
committees came together to work, 
with input from the public, on many of 
the important financial issues that will 
be debated and voted at the Fall Town 
Meeting. 
 
Behind the Board - Mary Pat Flynn 
Falmouth Board of Selectmen 
Chairman Mary Pat Flynn visits FCTV 
for an update on many of the issues 
currently facing the Selectmen. In this 
program she also discusses the role of 
the board, its current make-up, and 
what the Board is currently working on. 
 
Behind the Badge with Police Chief 
Edward Dunne 
FCTV visits Chief Dunne in his office 
for an interview.  In this episode, the 
Chief discusses National Night Out in 
Falmouth, the Citizen's Police 
Academy and the increase of drug 
overdoses in and around Falmouth. 
 
On the Road with David Vieira 
In this episode, Representative Vieira 
travels by boat to Penikese Island and 
tours its residential treatment program 
for teenage boys with substance abuse 
and mental challenges. Watch 
interviews with staff and Department of 
Public Health Commissioner Cheryl 
Bartlett where they discuss how the 
program operates. 
 
Massachusetts Assessors Program 
This program features interviews with 
various assessors from around the 
Commonwealth as they describe what 
their job entails, the importance of 
accurate assessment, and how it 
affects communities. 

This summer, FCTV lost one 
of its longest tenured 
members and one of its most 
active volunteers. Charles 
ñChuckò Bacon joined FCTV 
not long after moving to 
Woods Hole upon his 
retirement from the National 
Institutes of Health where he 
worked as a computer 
specialist for 28 years. Chuck 
served FCTV in a myriad of 
ways. He was one of FCTVôs 

first webmasters and maintained the site at FCTV.org for 
many years. He also was one of the earliest and most 
active and reliable of FCTVôs municipal volunteer 
producers, working with his wife Caroline, providing 
coverage of the Zoning Board of Appeals, the Planning 
Board, and eventually the Conservation Commission. He 
was a regular member of FCTVôs Town Meeting 
volunteer crew and often served as a stand-in 
receptionist when needed due to staff obligations. In 
addition to his time with FCTV, he also sang with the 
Capella Cantorum of Woods Hole, the Woods Hole 
Cantata Consort, Falmouthôs Unitarian Universalist Choir 

and Solstice Singers. He was also an active member of Falmouthôs Volunteers In Public 
Schools. Chuckôs cheerful manner and passion for lifelong learning made him a popular 
member of the FCTV family. He will be greatly missed.
